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Exemplary Program Award Nominations

The purpose of the Exemplary Program Awards is to recognize outstanding programs and to promote replicable best practices regionally and nationally.

Entries are judged on a 100 point system.  Each of the five criteria below carries a 20 point rating.
· Impact/Success of the Program

· Sustainability

· Creativity/Innovativeness

· Replicability

· Innovative Marketing Techniques

Colleges may submit multiple entries however; a separate entry form for each program must be submitted.
Selection of Programs

Each region will select one exemplary program winner.  This program will be forwarded for consideration for the national exemplary program award.
Submit an Application

Applications are found on the NCCET website (www.nccet.org) under Resources/Awards/Exemplary Program Awards/Nomination Application.  The application requires all relevant information to be included so no supporting materials need to be sent.  The application is submitted electronically directly from the NCCET web page.

Benefits of Winning an Award 

The regional awards are presented at the NCCET annual conference in the fall of the year.  One exemplary program will be chosen as the national award.  All eight program presenters will receive a discounted registration fee.  The national award winner will receive one complimentary registration.
Synopses of the winning programs are included in the NCCET newsletter and on the NCCET web site.
All eight regional award winners will be asked and are guaranteed acceptance for a workshop presentation on their exemplary program at the annual conference.
