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Leadership Award Nominations

The goal of the Leadership Awards is to highlight individual and organizational excellence throughout the country.  These awards identify worthy efforts and celebrate levels of achievement deserving national recognition.
National Leadership Award – Inside the Field

This award is for any NCCET member or leader who has had positive national impact through leadership in the area of community services programming, continuing professional education, workforce and economic development or learning technologies and has advanced the status and visibility of community colleges.

National Leadership Award – Outside the Field


This award is for any individual who has contributed to the field of community services programming, continuing professional education, workforce and economic development or learning technologies and who is affiliated with a segment of higher education, government, educational organization, business and industry, mass media or public organizations.

Regional Leadership Award


Any community college administrator, board member or faculty member within the designated region is eligible for this award.  Also, persons at the state government level or in another higher education segment may be included.  This individual’s contribution must have impacted a significant number of people and/or institutions in the region and in the areas of community services programming, continuing professional education, workforce and economic development or learning technologies.
